I am pleased to confirm the department’s decision to award your authority technical support to assist in the production of LCWIPs. It was felt that your expression of interest had a clear strategic narrative setting out how it will deliver against the LCWIP objectives and deserves our support. A full list of Local Bodies that will receive support is included in Annex A.
The Cycling and Walking Investment Strategy, published on 21 April 2017, set out the government ambition to make cycling and walking the natural choices for shorter journeys, or as part of a longer journey. We believe that by working closely with our partners in local bodies, the third sector, we can develop a strong basis for achieving our ambition for walking and cycling. 

We anticipate the LCWIP programme will commence in December 2017 and the technical support consultant (once appointed) will make arrangements to hold an inception meeting with you and the partners identified in your expression of interest. This meeting will determine the scope of the technical support offered and determine the key activities and milestones for delivery of your LCWIP. 
The department has also appointed the Active Travel Consortium (ATC) to provide additional support in developing the strategic, economic and policy case. The ATC is led by Sustrans in partnership with Living Streets and Cycling UK. We will expect your authority to work closely with the department and the ATC during the development of your LCWIP. The ATC will be in touch to further explain how it can help. 

If there is any significant change in the scope of the project that is different from your application and which may have an impact on the overall achievement of the aims of the original expression of Interest, then we would expect to be alerted as soon as possible. Ministers reserve the right to reconsider any decision relating to the award of support if there are significant changes to the original expression of interest or its scope.
With regards to assurance, local authorities are public authorities and, by definition, are expected to have robust accounting, monitoring and transparency arrangements in place to allow for appropriate accountability to their communities. The department has decided that these arrangements should be sufficient to allow for proportionate scrutiny. The department may however approach your authority to request a visit to review progress. We will notify you if this becomes necessary. 

The department welcomes project teams using its corporate identity on projects on which it provides funding or support. If your authority does wish to do this, please ensure that you keep to the department’s guidelines on use of the corporate identity which can be supplied on request.
