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History of Finchwood Park

Brief History

Development of Finchwood Park

Finchwood Park features a remarkable expanse of
over 140 acres of green open space, drawing on the
heritage and unique character of the local landscape,
a woodland setting that has evolved over centuries.
Finchwood Park has been designed to create walkable
neighbourhoods well-connected to village amenities
as well as cycle links.

Trees and hedgerows, woodland clearings and water
courses each offering an abundance of ecological and
wildlife habitats. New infrastructure will include new
parkland and public gardens, play areas and outdoor
sports areas. 50% of Finchwood Park will be public
open space.

History of Finchampstead

The parish church of St James with its 12th century
origins, old Roman roads and distinctive wide ‘Ridges’
forged through the area, Finchampstead'’s history can
be seen in every inch of the landscape.

Finchampstead village itself sits at the top of Fleet
Hill in a richly wooded area once part of Windsor
Forest and hunting places of royalty. A local tale tells
of Henry VI bringing his son to the Finchampstead
Ridges to meet his bride-to-be, Catherine of Aragon.

Finchampstead is said to have derived its name from
the large variety of finches that still populate the area.

Arborfield Cross Relief Road

A new road bypassing the village of Arborfield has
just been built. You can join this new road on the
A327 Eversley Road which is a short distance from
Finchwood Park.

Buses to Wokingham

The Leopard 3 serves the stop on Sheerlands Road
and travels hourly to Wokingham. The bus stops at
Wokingham train station before it goes into the town
centre. It takes approximately 5 minutes to walk to the
bus stop.

Buses to Reading

Your nearest bus stop is on Sheerlands Road
approximately 5 minutes walk from Finchwood Park.
There are 3 buses an hour to Reading train station via
the Royal Berkshire Hospital.

Winnersh Triangle Park & Ride

A park and ride service is available from the edge
of Winnersh Triangle Business Park. The service
provides fast buses into central Reading every 15
minutes. There are 400 car park spaces, two electric
car charge points and a cycle shelter on the site.

Mereoak Park & Ride

A park and ride service operates from Mereoak
Park & Ride at Mereoak Lane, Grazeley. The site
provides nearly 600 parking spaces, plus cycle and
motorcycle parking. Reading Buses, Greenwave
service provides a fast and frequent service between
the site and Reading town centre and Reading train
station. A parking fee of £1.00 per day applies to
Mereoak Park & Ride users. Concessionary passes
are valid for bus travel in accordance with the
scheme conditions, but pass-holders will be asked
to pay a £1.00 parking fee.

Long Distances Coaches

National Express operate coaches to London Victoria
Coach Station as well as Heathrow and Gatwick
airports from Mereoak Park & Ride. Please note that
there is no overnight parking at Mereoak.

Electric Vehicles

Electric vehicles are better for the environment,
cheaper to run and cheaper to maintain.

Pure electric vehicles have zero exhaust emissions,
which means they do not emit any harmful exhaust
emissions in the local environment.

Depending on your electricity deal and how efficient
your electric car is, you could drive for as little as
2-5p per mile. Electric charging points are provided
locally in the Carnival Pool and Shute End Car Parks
in Wokingham. There are also electric charging
points at Wokingham, Fleet and Farnborough train
station car parks.

Car sharing is a great way to reduce the costs of
travelling by car. It is also a great way to meet new
people and help the environment.
